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Kevin’s Corner

Here are some quick updates.....

Marijuana - The Board of Supervisors has decided to take the first steps (with many steps
to follow) towards regulating and taxing marijuana cultivation and sales. This follows the
2016 vote whereby Riverside County voters (and voters across California) approved the
legalization of adult use of marijuana and regulation, licensing and taxation of cannabis
related businesses. The Board action kicks off the drafting of a future ordinance that will
limit cultivation and retail sales to certain land-use zones in unincorporated communities.
If the Board passes an ordinance, all voters in Riverside County will have the final say and
be asked in late 2018 to approve taxation of cultivation and sales in order to recover costs
associated with regulating the industry. Today the county is spending significant sums of
tax dollars to cite and shut down illegal operators - who unlike any other business - pay
no taxes and find ways to re-open at a new location under a new name.

In case you had not heard, my office has a vacancy on the nine member Riverside County
Fair Board (National Date Festival). It is a four year term, with no pay, but your travel
expenses are reimbursed. The Fair Board generally meets quarterly - but the workload
increases as the annual fair approaches and occurs in February. Meetings are typically
held at the Indio Fairgrounds. Applicants should reside in the First District. If you are

For those of you who have been considering the installation of a PACE/HERO financed
solar system or perhaps other energy saving systems that are charged and applied to your
property taxes, | encourage you to please do your homework and make sure this type of
financing arrangement will work for you. The Wall Street Journal recently had an article
very critical of the program and the increasing defaults that are occurring in Riverside

Residents along the Cleveland National Forest in the Lake Elsinore and Temescal Valleys
were recently surprised to learn that an old and previously thought dead application to
build a hydro-electric generation plant in the national forest above Lake Elsinore is being
resurrected. In additional to the proposed construction of an upper reservoir, lower
pumping stations and massive pipes to convey the water up and down, the project also
calls for the construction of high-voltage power lines and towers to be strung across the
face of the national forest from San Diego County past Lake Elsinore and through the
Temescal Valley. On Tuesday, August 29, the Board of Supervisors supported my request
to oppose the speculative project because of its potential adverse impacts on the nearby
residents, the lake water quality and environmental concerns.

As your newly appointed Zone 3 Riverside County Flood Control and Water Conservation District Commissioner, I am
excited to be able to assist the community that has done so much to help me mature into the person that I am today.

[ am also proud to be able to follow in my father’s footsteps as he taught me at a very early age how important it is to
be involved in the community that we live in.

On August 3, 2017, [ was able to tour our Zone and the multitude of projects that are underway. Thank you to Jason
Uhley, General Manager-Chief Engineer, Claudio Padres, Chief of Design & Construction, and Mike Wong, Engineering
Project Manager, for taking time out of their busy day to show me around.

[ was able to observe the locations of numerous projects such as the Arroyo Del Toro Channel, Baker Pond, Gunnerson
Pond, Leach Canyon Dam, Lakeland Village Adelpha Channel and Bundy Canyon Road Storm Drain.

The Arroyo Del Toro Channel project is located adjacent to the 15 Freeway and the Lake Elsinore Cemetery and
continues to the intersections of Collier and Riverside Ave. The project installed approximately 2,775 feet of
underground piping and box culverts and 1,325 feet of open channels. The Riverside County Flood Control and Water
Conservation District has partnered with the City of Lake Elsinore, Caltrans and the Elsinore Valley Cemetery District
to complete this project estimated to cost $5.1 million.

The Riverside County Flood Control and Water Conservation District is also working with Lake Elsinore High School
regarding issues of flooding and silt build up at their facilities.

In 2016, the District moved forward with numerous projects such the completion of the Draft Preliminary Design
Report for Lakeland Village Line H with the intention of completing the Preliminary Design Report and hiring a
consultant to complete the construction documents in 2017. The Ortega Channel Debris Basin project was also on the
list of Capital Improvement Projects along with the Ortega Channel Retrofit and the West Elsinore Master Drainage
Plan.
